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Last month my wife Donna and | took N1407U on a fun flight to Fresno.

We landed at the older smaller Chandler Airport (KFCH).
There were available tie downs just south of taxiway Charlie right in front of the administration building.

Chandler field is one of the oldest operating airfield in California and many of the art deco buildings from the
WPA era are well preserved and cared for and from the Chandler Historic District.
